Maintenance, staffing and major purchases

Over the last few months |
have explained about our
Share contribution to the Dio-
cese and our local running
costs.

The breakdown of those regu-
lar costs is £10.20 per person
per week.

This is the amount we need to
recei ve from
giving in order to fulfil our fi-
nancial responsibilities. To be
a viable church and a spiritu-
ally healthy church we need to
accept that this is the responsi-
bility of each and every mem-
ber except for those who have
no income or are on a very low
weekly income.

This regular amount needs to
be distinguished from the ex-
penditure which | am going to
look at this month which needs
to be provided for in different
ways, not from our weekly
giving.

We and every parish has ex-
penditure which is not about
running costs. This breaks

down into five categories:

1 maintenance and repairs;

1 major itemsi new or re-
placement;

1 staffing other than clergy

1 mission events
